KEEFING SAFE ONLINE

The pupils learn about keeping themselves safe online within our PSHE lessons, throughout other subjects
and in assemblies because we know that children use many different social media apps and sites. The most
popular are Instagram, Snapchat and TikTok. There are lots of benefits to social networking but like most
things there can be negatives too. For children and young people there are risks that you should be aware of,
to help keep your child safe online and on social media.

The apps mentioned are 13+ so if your child is using any of these apps or are online, please be mindful of

monitoring their usage. Below are some helpful tips to help parents determine what is right for your child in
terms of tech ownership and usage throughout childhood:

Advice for parents of primary school aged children

o Enable access to devices with limited features - Device usage at this age is best kept to devices
with limited capability. This could include tablets without data and non-smart phones that only allow
calls and texts.

o Keep tech use visible in the home - Try to keep tech use in shared family spaces or used with
bedroom doors open. This will allow you to support your child and be more aware of what they are
doing online.

o Follow age ratings - Apps, sites and games come with age ratings which are important to follow. You
can find out the age rating on the website for the platform or by visiting Common Sense Media's
reviews.

e Use safety settings - Explore the in-app and device safety settings with your child and check them
regularly fo make sure they are still in place.

o Revisit parental controls - as children grow up and need the internet more for schoolwork you may
want to adjust your parental controls. Keep checking these regularly o make sure they are in place.

» Have regular safety conversations - at this age online safety conversations should be happening
regularly. Visit our advice on talking to your child about online safety.

o Build healthy habits - acknowledge the positives it brings as part of your safety conversations and
agree rules and boundaries together as a family.
